The deck is laid out fer maximum comfort and minimum crew work.
There are two large cockpits. Consistent with the distinctive
Baltic style, the cabin's lines are forceful and contemporary in
design.

Below, the entire cabin interior is satin finished teak. The
design emphasizes comfort and privacy. There 1is an unusually
large owner's cabin aft with two separate berths, separate shower
cabin, and ladies dressing table. Private access to the after
cockpit is provided for in the cabin's layout.

There are also two guest cabins with private heads and showers
for each.

The main salon is designed to blend both the necessities of
shipboard life with a very comfortable space for social functions
quayside and at sea. There is a dining table with a U-shaped
settee to seat eight to port. On the starboard side there is a
settee, bar complete with icemaker, and entertainment center. A
large galley is forward of the main salon and complete in every
respect.

Forward of the galley are the crew's quarters complete with
private head and shower, L-shaped dinette, color TV, upper and
lower berths, a workshop with bench and lockers. The forepeak is
designed for sail storage and housing rigging equipment. Pipe
berths are provided in the forepeak for extra crew during long
deliveries.
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The entire yacht is in keeping with Baltic's commitment to the
highest standards of craftmanship and quality. The hull is bal-
sacored fibreglass sandwich construction and extensive use of
high-tech materials and components are used to achieve max imum
strength to weight ratios. The Baltic 83 is scheduled to be
delivered to its owner in early summer 1987.
